AMENDED AND RESTATED
BYLAWS OF
KACHINA HILLS
OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

ARTICLE | - Name and Address

The name of this non-profit corporation is KACHINA HILLS OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.
(the "Association™. The principal office of the Association initially shall be located at 721 West
Manhattan Street, Santa Fe, New Mexico 87501, but meetings of members and directors may be
held at such places in the City of Santa Fe, New Mexico as may be designated by the Board of
Directors.

ARTICLE Il - Corporate Seal

The Association may obtain a corporate seal as designated by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE Il - Definitions

The terms defined in Article 1 of the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions

for Kachina Hills Subdivision (the "Declaration”), as recorded in Book /243 , pages /06 to

/34 of the real property records of Santa Fe County, New Mexico, as the same may be

amended from time to time, shall have the same meanings when used in these Bylaws. If there

shall be any conflict or variance between these Bylaws and the Declaration, the Declaration shall
control.

ARTICLE IV - Meetings of Members

Section 1. Annual Meetings. The first annual meeting of members shall be held within one
year after the date of incorporation of the Association. Each subsequent annual meeting of the
members shall be held each year thereafter, on a day and at a time determined by the Board of
Directors.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings of members may be called at any time by
the President or by the Board of Directors, or upon written request of the members who are
entitled to cast one-fourth (4) of all of the votes.

Section 3. Proxies. At all meetings of members, each member may vote in person or by
proxy. All proxies shall be in writing and filed with the Secretary prior to the meeting. Every proxy
shall be revocable and shall automatically cease upon conveyance by the member of his Lot. No
proxy shall be effective for more than one year from date of signature by the member.

Section 4. Voting. With respect to each matter submitted to the membership, there shall
be one vote allocated to each Lot. The Owner of each Lot shall be entitled to exercise the vote
allocated to his or her Lot. In the event of multiple ownership of a Lot, the vote of such Lot shall
be cast by the person designated in a certificate executed by all the Owners of such Lot and filed
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
